Mr. Kesner in the Chair called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m.    
The Chair requested any additions or corrections to the minutes of the previous meeting.



Moved by Mr. Wheaton, seconded by Ms. Ledesma to accept the


minutes as printed.      Ayes:  4
Air Conditioner Variance – 110 N. 89th Street.  The Board reviewed an application by Hugh E. Morgan, 110 N. 89th Street, for a variance to place an air conditioning unit within the required setback area of the north lot line.  Mr. Morgan provided photos of the site as well as a plat of survey showing the proposed placement.  An email was received from Peggy E. Brever, 118 N. 89th Street, stating that she has no objection provided there is sufficient screening.  
Mr. Morgan explained that he would like to locate the air conditioning unit about 1-1/2 feet from the lot line rather than the required 3 feet to avoid placing it right in front of an enclosed porch.  Two sections of fence would screen the unit from view on the north and west sides.


Moved by Mr. Braier, seconded by Mr. Wheaton to approve the



requested variance contingent upon maintaining the screening on


the north and west sides.    Ayes:  5

Air Conditioner Variance – 7336 Hillcrest Drive.  The Board reviewed an application by Alex Johnson, 7336 Hillcrest Drive, for a variance to place an air conditioning unit within the required setback area of the west lot line.  Mr. Johnson provided photos, a survey, and site plans.  
Mr. Johnson explained that he and his wife have done extensive remodeling and landscaping.  They will be adding a new condenser and replacing and relocating an existing one.  For efficiency and cost savings, they would like to co-locate the units on the northwest corner of the property next to a planned addition.  An existing lilac shrub would be removed.  There is not room for both units on the east side, and other locations would restrict front porch or cellar door egress.  The units would be screened with some type of evergreen hedge. 

Janel Ruzicka, Executive Director of the Wauwatosa Historical Society, 7406 Hillcrest Drive, spoke in favor of the requested variance.  She said that the owners have done a wonderful restoration, and she believes that the proposed condenser location would not detract from the historical nature of the home.  Carol Newman, 1930 N. 74th Street, also supported the proposal.



Moved by Mr. Wheaton, seconded by Ms. Ledesma to approve the



requested variance contingent upon provision of adequate screening.

Encroachment – 9125 W. North Avenue.  The Board reviewed a request by Sean Phelan, Phelan Development, to encroach into public right-of-way with outdoor seating at Alterra Coffe Roasters, 9125 W. North Avenue.  Mr. Phelan reported that the Plan Commission last week voted 4-2 to recommend approval of the proposed outdoor seating.  Since that time, he met with the Fire Marshal regarding the safety questions that were raised.  The initial plan was for a three-foot buffer between the street and the edge of the outdoor seating.  That has now been increased to nine feet.  Additionally, planters have been added to the north, south, and west edges.  They are aware that this public right-of-way may be needed in the future for a right-turn lane.  
Ms. Welch confirmed that the Plan Commission was concerned about safety given the initial three-foot setback from the street.  The Mayor was also concerned about preserving the grassy area.  One resident of the condos at this site spoke in support of the proposal.  All neighboring residents were notified, as required, and there were no other comments.
Mr. Wehrley reported that vision triangles here are tight, but he has confirmed that northbound right-turning drivers would be able to see pedestrians approaching the crosswalk.  The Health Department has stated the need for a cleanable surface under the tables, which generally is some sort of pavement.  That would require paving over a portion below one tree.  Avoiding the tree’s drip line would require eliminating two tables.  

Mr. Kappel asked about other restrictions relating to time of use, which the Chair indicated would be addressed in the Conditional Use process.  Mr. Kappel expressed opposition to encroachments that give right-of-way to private businesses.

Mr. Wheaton said that he spoke with the Fire Marshal and still has reservations about the proximity to traffic.  He feels that this is not the best use on city-owned property.
The Chair commented that there are not many places like this with a fairly wide right-of-way.  He said that he likes the idea of additional seating but would like to see more plant-type screening to minimize visual impact.  

Ms. Ledesma asked if a lease agreement similar to Café Hollander’s would be appropriate.  Although he felt that this would not have the same impact as Café Hollander’s use of the Village pedestrian bridge, he said that a lease agreement could be drawn up at the same rate paid there.
Noting that she generally favors preserving right-of-way, Ms. Welch said that with an unusually wide right-of-way here she would be willing to support a successful business, particularly one that encourages pedestrian friendly uses.  


Moved by Ms. Welch, seconded by Mr. Braier to recommend approval



of the requested encroachment based on the revised plan and contingent


upon execution of encroachment and lease agreements, appropriate 
provisions relating to health department and public works concerns, 

and with the understanding that the area may be needed in the future for 
a right-turn lane or other city purposes –
Mr. Phelan indicated that he would work with the Director of Public Works.  He said that all tables and planters would be moveable.  

Ms. Welch suggested that a surface similar to that used at Pizzeria Piccola might be appropriate, since it would allow water to penetrate and would not smother the tree roots.  The Chair noted that the “rotten granite” shown on the plan has been used successfully at Alterra’s lakefront site.

Encroachment – 10859 W. Blue Mound Road.  The Board reviewed an application by Tri City National Bank to encroach into public right-of-way at 10859 W. Blue Mound Road with a portion of an ATM drive-through.  Gary Kaufman, Tri City National Bank vice president, 6400 S. 27th Street, Milwaukee, said the bank has been at this location for about 25 years.  They replaced an existing ATM machine last year and would like to install a different type of canopy over it that is more aesthetically pleasing and matches the bank’s front entrance.  A small corner portion of the canopy would overhang city right-of-way, as shown on a partial site plan.  The right-of-way is actually a paved city parking area along Blue Mound Road.  The canopy would be 8 ft. 6 in. high.
Mr. Kappel said that he would like to determine the equipment used to plow the city portion of this parking area, since the canopy height could be an issue.  Mr. Kaufman responded that he believes Tri City plows the entire area.



Moved by Ms. Ledesma, seconded by Mr. Wheaton to recommend 



approval of the requested encroachment contingent upon execution of 



a standard agreement with a requirement that Tri City National Bank will 


handle snow and ice removal in this paved area, including the city-owned 

portions.    Ayes:  5
Exception to Work Hour Requirements – 2504 N. 83rd Street.  James A. Benz, 2504 N. 83rd Street requested an exception to code requirements relating to construction hours to allow for completion of residential roofing work.  Since it has been difficult to complete the roofing work due to recent weather conditions, he said that he would like authorization to work on the weekend of May 22 and 23, on May 29, and perhaps a half-day on May 30, if necessary.  He explained that his house is on a corner and no work is needed on the flat roof closest to neighbors.

Contract 10-20 Pavement Spot Repairs – Plans and Specifications.  The Board reviewed the following:

WHEREAS, It is the sense of the Board of Public Works of the City of Wauwatosa that it is necessary to repair pavement on portions of Watertown Plank Road, N. Mayfair Road, N. 117th Street and Swan Boulevard and work incidental thereto in the City of Wauwatosa under Contract 10-20 Pavement Repair;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of Public Works of the City of Wauwatosa, Wisconsin as follows:


Section 1.  That the plans and specifications and form of contract and bond, together with the contract documents submitted therewith for furnishing all labor, materials and equipment for pavement repair and work incidental thereto, be and the same are hereby approved.


Section 2.  That the work is intended to be done during the 2010 construction season in the City of Wauwatosa, all in accordance with said plans and specifications.


Section 3.  That the work is to be let to the lowest responsible bidder following competitive bidding therefor.


Section 4.  That the City Clerk be and she is hereby authorized and instructed to advertise for bids for Contract 10-20 Pavement Repair on May 27, 2010 and June 2, 2010; bids are to be opened on June 10, 2010 and to provide in so doing that bids may be submitted with a contract and bond, with sureties, as prescribed by the form furnished, complete with the exception of the signatures on the part of the City; and in lieu of the foregoing provision that the bidder may accompany his bid with a certified check equal to five (5) percent of the bid, payable to the city as a guarantee that if his bid is accepted, he will execute and file the proper contract and bond within ten (10) days after the award, all in accordance with the provision of the Wisconsin Statutes.


Section 5.  That the Wage Scale in the contract documents be and the same is hereby accepted.
