Street Vendor License — Sears Appliance Outlet, 3203 N. Mayfair Road. The Board reviewed a request by
Craig Weyenberg, manager of Sears Outlet, for a Street Vendor license for an outdoor tent sale from Friday,
September 16" - Sunday, September 18th from 900 a.m. — 9:00 p.m. on Friday and Saturday. The hours for
Sunday will be from 10:00 a.m. — 7:00 p.m. Mr. Weyenberg noted that these dates have changed from their
original request.

Mr. Weyenberg said that the tent would take up about 25 of the 500 parking spaces available in the lot.

Moved by Ms. Welch, seconded by Mr. Ruggini to approve
the Street Vendor license contingent upon receiving a tent permit
and by providing an emergency contact number.

Contract 09-75 Fire Station #1 and Administrative Offices — Partial Payment #20. Jack Blume, Project
Architect, for Zimmerman advised that there are only a few outstanding items remaining which are currently
being addressed. He said the remaining retainage amount for the project is $117,199.00. The value of the
outstanding items plus an additional retainage of 100% will cover the outstanding items. He recommended
payment to J.P. Cullen in the amount of $106,799.00 for work completed.

Chief Ugaste commented that although not happy with the retainage amount, he agreed to the recommended
payment. He noted that the patio floor finish is problematic and needs to be addressed quickly.
