Application by Eddie Martini’s Enterprises, Inc., d/b/a Eddie Martinis, 8612 W. Watertown Plank Road, for a  liquor license transfer for the period ending June 30, 2013, Chris Murphy, agent

The representatives for both parties were not present at the meeting when called to order at 7:36 p.m.  Ald. Donegan recommended to move onto item number two on the agenda.

Mr. Chris Murphy was present at 7:40 p.m.

Ald. Donegan asked the specifics of the transfer.  Mr. Murphy explained that Joe DeRosa is selling the business to him and he would like to transfer the liquor license. Application by Brett’s Brats, LLC, d/b/a Highlands Café, 1413 N. 60th Street, for a reserve liquor license transfer for the period ending June 30, 2013, Brett Swider, agent

Mr. Brett Swider was present.

Ald. Donegan asked the specifics of the transfer.  Mr. Swider explained that Brett’s Brats has been in business for five years operating within approximately 400 square feet.  During the winter season, they lose their patio space which limits their sales.  The adjacent property became available and it was decided to expand the business.  They are planning on serving breakfast, lunch and dinner and offer drinks with dinner and perhaps Bloody Mary’s for Sunday breakfast.  They do not want to be a bar.  He currently does not have a liquor license.  

Ald. Birschel clarified that this was an application rather than a transfer of license.  He further commented that Mr. Swider understands that this requires the grant in which he will be reimbursed $9,500.  Mr. Swider indicated that he is fully aware of this and the application for an Economic Development Grant is included in his packet.
