Request for Variance of Drainage to Protect

Retaining Wall at 2423 N 115 Street
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2.a

Request for Variance of Drainage at 2423 N 115 St

Irene Nelsen, owner of property at 2423 N 115 St, requests variance for discharge of water
on south side of property to protect retaining wall.

Retaining Wall was required because the city of Wauwatosa raised the level of the street by 7
feet between the time we purchased the property (1968) and the time plans for construction
of the home were submitted and the home was built (1970).

Installation cost of wall is 520,421 (see photo of wall slide 2)

Limited Space of 7 feet between wall and house. (see photo on slide 3)

This limited space caused rain water from the roof to erode the soil behind the wall.
Wall collapsed 3 times.

Drain tile was installed in 1983 to divert water from the area behind the wall.

There have been no failures of the wall in 30 years after the installation of the tile.

Neighbor nearest the point of discharge feels the drain tile is not a nuisance. Written and
signed letter.

Discharge point is 20 feet from the West edge of the adjoining neighboring property. There is
a wide Right of Way between the back of that yard and the east edge of the property at 2404
N 116 Street. (see slide 4)

Root cause of nuisance is the overflow of water from 2416 N 116 Street (see slide 5)

The water in that yard is only present when the there are heavy sustained rains that saturate
the soil of the whole neighborhood.

The water that collects there comes from the 12 properties surrounding the back yard of
2416 N 116 Street.

Board of Public Works,

I would like to address the request for variance as | will not be attending the meeting on September 16. | would like to
inform the board that there are 2 systems on the property in question (2423 N. 115th). One system on the north side of
the house which picks up downspouts from both the property in question and also from the adjacent property to the
north. They have both tied into one drainage pipe which discharges to a rip rap located at the rear of the property. This
spills onto the rear property of 2416 N 116th and flows into the property of 2404 N, 116th. | have received complaints
from both property owners.

There is a second system the one in question on the south side of 2423 N. 115th that the owner Irene Nelson is
requesting the variance on. This system still discharges water to the rear adjacent properties, yet the discharge point is
further back onto Ms. Nelson property. Water is collected from the roof area and sump pump and is directed to one
point of the property. The layout elevation of the land will still allow the water to flow to the adjacent rear properties.
Secondly, there is and always was a requirement by ordinance to approve the discharge point and there is a
requirement for the installation of the buried storm water piping from the downspouts and sump pump to be permitted
with the city. The installation requires the construction to be done by a license plumbing contractor. Inspections are
also required to insure that the proper material, fittings and bedding of the pipe meet proper codes and installation.
This was not done.

With prior contact with Ms. Nelson. | meet with the installing contractor Stano Landscaping on site. | had a conversation
with Mark Stano, of Stano Landscaping on site and asked him if the existing downspouts were to discharge back to grade
would this pose a problem or failure to the current wall structure. His option as the installing contractor of the retaining

wall was that it would not.

My recommendation for the request of variance would be to remove alf the piping associated with the downspouts and
sump pump and discharge the downspouts and sump pump back to grade. The existing plantings around the retaining
wall and grass area will absorb any amount of water that will be directed off of the rood area it collects. Thus alleviating
any water that could be directed to the properties to the rear of Ms. Nelson.

| also would recommend to the board that the second system the one on the north side of the property also be removed
and the existing downspouts also be discharge to grade.

It should also be noted that the two owners who filed written complaints about the discharge of water onto their
properties from Ms. Nelson be notified of this meeting on September 16th so they can voice their concerns over this
matter. Both Mark Willmering of 2404 N. 116th and Rene Plascencia of 2416 N. 116th.

MEETING OF JULY 15,2013

Appeal to notice of noncompliance — 2423 N, 115™ Street, Mr. Presnal explained he went out to 2423
N. 115™ after a complaint was received about illegal water discharge onto the complainant’s property at
2404 N. 116" Street. His investigation showed that two propetties are discharging onto the complainant’s
parcel, 2423 N. 115" Street and 2411 N. 115" Street. A notice of noncompliance was issued to Irene
Nelson at 2423 N. 115" Street. Mr. Presnal met with Ms. Nelson, and Stano Landscaping regarding a
remedy to the situation. One option suggested was to install a rain garden.

Richard Deuel, 2426 N. 115" Street, neighbor of Ms. Nelson reviewed with the Board the history of the

‘ Anderson Lake’ in this location since he moved into the neighborhood back in the 60°s. Water has
always flowed into this ‘ravine® and gathers. It flows naturally to the lowest point. Mr. Deuel told the
Board that the street was raised six — eight feet back in the 70’s and Ms. Nelson had to raise her yard to be
the same height as the street, Water flowing into her yard made ditches, and soil would be carried to the
neighboring property. She constantly was shoveling her soil out of the neighbor’s yard with heavy rainfall
events. To alleviate the soil problem, Ms. Nelson had installed a pipe underground connected to two
downspouts that dumped into a garden surface area with stones, like a catch basin to stow the flow. This
pipe is nine and one-half feet back from her property line. It is clear water that flows, There have been no
complaints in 25 years until a new neighbor moved in who wasn’t familjar with the previous water issues
and remedies taken to improve the situation. He said without the drainage pipe installed the complainant
would have had nothing but mud washed into his yard.

David Nelson, son of Ms. Nelson, explained that approximately twenty years ago a proposal was made by
the City to remedy the situation and presented to the residents of the twelve properties affected. This was
not approved by the neighbors due to the cost associated with the remedy and the matter was dropped.

Robert Sebastian, 2431 N. 115" Street, has lived at this property for seven years. His house is higher than
Ms. Nelson’s and there has always been a lake behind them, even in dry years.

Mr. Presnal told the committee that the parcel at 2431 N. 115" Street has downspouts tied in with Ms.
Nelson’s discharge system, so there are two properties discharging into this catch basin installed by Ms.
Nelson. He suggested that natural run-off is a different subject.

Mr. Deuel told the comymittee that Ms. Nelson is a very conscientious neighbor. Her yard has won awards
for her gardening,

Mr. Wehrley responded to a question regarding excess rainfall events. He said that due to the very wet
spring the area has had, there has been a larger volume of calls received. Although not the 100-year flood
type of event, rainfall on saturated lawns slowly moves with the contours of the land while larger rain
events would flow heavily.

The City Attorney questioned whether a rain garden would be considered part of a stormwater
management plan, Mr, Wehrley said it is a tool from a tool kit with proper planning.

The Board discussed whether the rain garden design would be considered part of a stormwater
management plan. Would this solve the problem for normal rain events and would it stop overflowing in
heavier rain events? The Engineering Department would need time fo design the plan.
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There used to be a rainwater garden program in the City although it is no Jonger funded. Stano
Landscaping apparently has a plan and Ms. Nelson was asked to have her landscaper discuss this with the
city’s plumbing and engineering department. It was questioned whether it were a normal or abnormal rain
event that causes the overflow. Maybe a capacity change at the basin would work.

M. Presnal replied to a question that there is not a sump pump in this location. However there is a crock
on the south side of the home.

Ms. Nelson said the amount of change the city made to the street was significant. David Nelson said the
entire neighborhood affects the pond, not just his mother’s property. Water flows to the lowest point.

The Board decided to hold this item for a few months and re-visit this in September. The landscaping firm
can consult with the city referring to their rain garden standards,

It is unlawful to drain the rain water from any roof, foundation drainwater from tiles or
conductors, clearwater wastes or surface water from any property or building, including buiidings
under construction in any area within the city where storm sewer is available except through an
underground conductor directly connected to the storm sewer. Conveyance of clear water from
any roof to an underground conductor must be in gutters and downspouts or in landscape beds
specifically designed and approved for roof runoff. Exception: an approved stormwater
management plan may allow discharge to on-site areas other than the city storm sewer. All
sumps installed for the purpose of discharging siormwater, cistern overflows and other clear
waters including those from foundation drains and ground infiltration where the plumbing fixtures
in the building are connected to the sanitary sewer shall be discharged in a manner not to create a
public nuisance on public right-of-way.
