12300 W. Burleigh Street (297-9995-11).  The conclusion of this hearing was postponed from September 30,, 2014 in order to permit the objector to submit materials subpoenaed by the Board.

Ms. Krause verified that no further subpoenaed information has been received since the hearing on September 30.  The subpoena had requested the financing appraisal performed when the property was purchased in an effort to determine if there were above-market rents or any other special provisions.  The subpoena was partially complied with.

The Board discussed whether it was possible to enforce a subpoena that had not been complied with.   Ms. Miller-Carter noted that the objector had presented good faith evidence.  The suggestion was made to hold the non-production against the tax payer on the assumption that the requested information was not going to be helpful to the tax payer’s objection.  

Ms. Vondracek stated that Ennes and Associates represents Bridgestone-Firestone, the tenant, and confirmed that the landlord of the subject property is Debra A. Wolf.  Ms. Vondracek further stated that Bridgestone-Firestone was contacted, who then contacted the owner’s office before the owner went out of the country.  The appraisal was requested.  The bank was also contacted and was non-responsive.  Ms. Vondracek stated she was never told when Ms. Wolf would be back in the country.

Ms. Krause noted that the agent authorization form states that Ennes and Associates represents Debra A. Wolf.  Ms. Vondracek clarified that Ennes is allowed to represent the property, but they have not been compliant with her regarding her requests.
