Participated in the development of the
WSD's School Wellness Policy .

Conducted immunization clinics that served
infants, children, and adults. Administered
942 vaccines.

Administered 2,000 flu shots to home-
bound clients, community-based residential
facility residents, and high-risk individuals.

Investigated tuberculosis-related reports,
Administered 178 skin tests for TB
screening.

Investigated 15 complaints of suspected
food-water-vector borne illness.
